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Before you begin with this block create a side
piece to apply to the right side of the nished
block. This piece needs to measure 10 1/2"x 2
1/2”, but make it about 11 1/2* long to easily
adjust to the match point of the horizontal divid-
ing line between water and reeds. Cut the lower
water part 2 1/2”x 6 1/2*” and the upper reed part
2 1/2"x 5"  Stitch the two together and set aside
to add to the completed block.

SPECIAL TIP FOR BLUE HERON:

1/2 NUGGE] The marshy water can be random. Don'’t
worry about horizontal or directional piecing
on this one.

NUGGET From he Blue Ombre fabric, cut 11 “ from

each end, a darker end and a lighter end. The
middle section will be the middle value.

1/2 NUGGET While you are working the pattern, there are
many of this middle value fabric pieces side
by side. If you will switch end to end of the
